“USALAMA” – Our Children
We would like to introduce our children to you.  They all have very difficult and challenging histories but we hope that now that they are living at “Usalama” they will face brighter futures.  Each child is looking for sponsorship towards their keep and education. All children will be tested for their HIV+ status if they haven‘t already been tested.  Treatment for HIV+ children is free in Tanzania.
JOANEAS

Joannes is 7 years old.  His Father died in 2004 from AIDS and his mother died in 2009 from AIDS.  He came to us from Ebenezer Orphanage because they are over-crowded.  When he arrived at Ebenezer 4 months ago he was very sick and mal-nourished.  He has shown a remarkable recovery. Previously he was living with a Grandmother who was unable to cater for him due to serious poverty and deprivation.  He is a bright and cheerful little lad and our priorities are to get him into school quickly and to improve his diet.

JORDAN

Jordan is 2 ½ years old.  He was being cared for by his Grandmother who is caring for 7 small children and lives in extreme poverty.  His father is unknown and his mother who is profoundly deaf and with no spoken language ran away several months ago.  He was recommended to us by the local pastor. When we went to visit him he was dressed in girl’s clothing so the Pastor insisted he was undressed to prove to us that he was male. He settled very quickly with us and made an instant attachment to Anna – a slight problem as the kitchen is out of bounds for safety reasons.  Last spotted stark naked having a wee in the vegetable patch – boys will be boys.  He will stay at home until he is ready for baby class when he is 4.  
ARON

Aron is 7.  He has come to us with his older brother Elias. (See below)  His father is unknown.  His mother died of T.B. in 2003 when he was 8 months old. It is suspected that the T.B. could well have been AIDS related so we will get Aron tested as soon as possible.  He has been living with an uncle who has three children of his own and cannot afford to keep the boys any longer.  He is a good man and very appreciative of the care we can offer. Aron was very shy when we first met him but is now full of beans and settled well in the house apart from the occasional scrap with his brother.  He needs to start school as soon as possible so that is our main priority for him.

ELIAS
Elias is 11.  We do not know his exact birth date.  He came with his younger brother Aron. (See above)  His father died of T.B. in 1999 and his mother died of T.B. in 2003.  Both cases could have been HIV related so he will need to be tested as soon as possible.  He attends a local school so we will maintain him there for now.  He is a friendly and pleasant lad and will be a credit to the house.  He made good friends with David, Catherine’s eldest, which was nice to see.  His uncle was very upset when he left both boys and will visit often we hope.  He also promised to help us with our garden which was kind of him.

DOMINIC
Dominic is 5 years old.  He is a very friendly and bright little character.  We already knew him as he lived nearby and would regularly call round to play.  His mother Beatrice was abandoned by her partner some years ago whilst she was caring for her grandmother.  She has 6 children and is very poor indeed.  She is highly educated and speaks good English but is plagued with mental health problems and lives in a very small hut surrounded by rubbish and junk which she collects and keeps wherever she goes.  We will get him in to baby class as soon as possible as a priority.  An enchanting child.
GOODLUCK

Goodluck is 7 ½ and older brother of Dominic.He was also know as Dennis but apparently prefers Goodluck.  He is a cheeky little boy but very willing to please and to learn. He has had no education to date so again our number one priority for him.  His history is the same as Dominic’s. (See above) He settled very well and plays for hours with puzzles and construction toys.

So these are the children in our care.  They are all desperately in need of love, care and above all a good education.  So if you feel you can help them please contact “Faraja Support” via the website contact page.

It only costs about £250 per year to keep a child in primary school – more when they go to Secondary.

It costs approximately £30 - £40 per month to feed each child and provide for their healthcare and personal needs.
